The countries of the UNCCD Interregional Group "Central Asia — Russia" (IRG) thank you for
the opportunity to introduce and share our experience in establishing our platform for scientific
and practical cooperation in combating desertification.

Established in 2019 as an initiative platform, our Interregional Group has rapidly evolved from a
discussion club into a structured mechanism for regional cooperation. The IRG unites Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Russian Federation, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan to address common
transboundary environmental challenges. Our mission aligns with the objectives of the UNCCD
Strategic Framework until 2030.

The institutional formalization of the IRG, through the adoption of its "Rules of Procedure" and
"Roadmap" until 2030, has enabled a shift to concrete projects. Thematic expert groups have been
established, with each participating country making a unique contribution:

o Kazakhstan consolidates best practices in land monitoring, including digital technologies.

o Kyrgyzstan coordinates mountain pasture management.

o Russia initiated the development of an Intercountry Handbook on Land Degradation Neutrality
Assessment.

o Tajikistan highlights the critical issue of glacier melt.

o Uzbekistan coordinates work on combating dust and sand storms.

o Turkmenistan demonstrates advanced practices in stabilizing sand dunes. The Initiative of the
President of Turkmenistan on the creation of the Regional Center to Combat Desertification for
countries of Central Asia and neighboring States strengthens our joint capabilities.

The flagship projects — the Regional Land Outlook and the LDN Handbook — clearly demonstrate
how the IRG is filling methodological gaps.

Strategic Plans:
1. Completion of Key Projects: We plan to present the Review and the LDN Handbook at COP17
in Ulaanbaatar in 2026.
2. Deepening Synergies with Partners: We are open for cooperation with UN agencies (FAO,
UNDP, UNEP) and international donors.
3. Expanding the Agenda: We are developing new focus areas, including carbon farming and
drought adaptation.

The IRG is a working partnership model at the intersection of science, policy, and practice. We
call upon the UNCCD Secretariat, Member States, and international organizations to consider our
Group a reliable partner for implementing your initiatives in our region.
